Creating a New Project

1. Open Windows Movie Maker by clicking on your Windows start
button and selecting Movie Maker (see icon to the right).

Importing and Rearranging Images

1. Under the Home tab, click on "Add Videos and Photos".
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2. Double click desktop, double click your Book Trailer Folder, select all your images
(CTRL + A), and select Open. All your images will upload.
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3. To rearrange your photos, simply click and hold the image you want to move and
drag and drop it to the correct location.
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4. A textbox will automatically open on
top of your image. Type in your
text.

5. You can change the style, format,
color, outline, alignment, duration,
and placement of your caption. You
can also give it an effect.
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Adding Title Slides
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2. You can move the slide, just like you did with
your images by dragging it and dropping it.

3. You can change the background color and the
text (as described in the above section). R

Movie Maker has a variety of AutoMovie themes that have their own preset effects,
transitions, and styles. Instead of customizing your own slides, you may want to just use

Adding Effects and Transitions

1. Under the "Animations” tab, you can customize each slide with a specific transition
or pan and zoom. You can do something different to each slide or you can "Apply to
all.” T'd highly recommend sticking with one to prevent your trailer from getting
too confusing and busy.
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2. Under the "Visual Effects” tab, you can apply an effect to each slide (i.e. making it
blurry, making it have a different tone, etc.). Again you can apply it to all slides by
selecting "Apply to all.”
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Adjusting Durations
You may want to alter the duration of a particular slide (i.e. to provide more emphasis or

to make it last longer for a particular narrative piece). —
